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Indirectly through any aget; einployée, or other device, and from judging, managing or
otherwise parti¢ipating in any horse show, horse exhibition, or horse sale or auction. he
tticipatingagrees fo the entry of this decislonsen that of a'spectaior, and includes, without
limitation, (ransporting or arranging for the li'ans_porlal'iongqf horses to or from equine events,
personally-giving instructions to ¢xhibitors, being present in the warm-up o1 inspection areas, or
in any arca where spectalors are not allowed, and financing the participation of others in equine
events.

This consent disposes of all claims under the HPA aginst the Respondent, up to and
including Aptll. 30, 2014, inctuding, but not limiled to, any claims pertaining to the July 13, 2013
Owen County 4-H Fair and Hotse Show and the horse “Arined Secret”.
